CMU Freshman Writing Courses Handbook (approved April 2009)

Foreword

Because CMU’s Department of English now offers its freshman writing courses at multiple dual-
credit sites in addition to the Fayette campus, the Fayette faculty offers this Instructor’s Hand-
book as a means of standardizing instruction. Instructors may achieve course objectives in a
number of ways, but all instructors must meet the same course objectives and must assess the
same course competencies as part of the General Education Common Core Curriculum at CMU.
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What freshman writing courses does CMU offer?

CMU students must complete a freshman writing course as part of the General Education Com-
mon Core. CMU offers students two options: (1) EN110 College Composition I and EN111 Col-
lege Composition II, OR (2) EN120 College Composition I/II.

Who takes which freshman writing course?

ACT English subscores: Students with an ACT English subscore of 19 or below must
take the EN110/EN111 sequence. Students with an ACT English subscore of 20 or
above may take EN120.

Partial completion: Students who have completed only EN110 for dual credit or who
have completed only one semester of another institution’s required two-course composi-
tion sequence must take EN111.

Dual-credit completion: Students who have completed CMU’s EN110 and EN111 for
dual-credit (or their equivalents at other accredited institutions) have satisfied the
freshman writing requirement.

CLEP: Students may test out of the freshman writing requirement by taking the CLEP
(College-Level Examination Program) test in English Composition. Students taking this
examination must take the essay portion as well to qualify for CMU credit. For further
information about the examination or testing centers, visit
http://www.collegeboard.com/student/testing /clep/about.html.

AP Composition: Students who complete the Advanced Placement English Composi-
tion course and score at least a 3 (three) on the AP English Composition examination will

receive credit for EN120 and will _
